RULES AND REGULATIONS

The following shall constitute the rules and regulations governing
the activities of EDA members.

1.0 TRAINING IN ARABIC

I.l Dive operators and equipment vendours are encouraged
to employ Arabic speaking staff to handle their Arabic speaking
clients.

[.2 They are, however, required to conform to the following:

[.2.1 Dive training in Arabic may only be offered by Arabic
speaking instructors.

[.2.2 Arabic only speaking students may only be taught by
Arabic speaking Instructors.

[.2.3 Dive Training facilities offering training in Arabic must
clearly display this option at their premises.

[.2.4 All those offering dive training in Arabic must have the
followinig documents available in Arabic: application form, liability
release forms, medical statements and all other documents
which Arabic speaking students are required to sign for the
purposes of the course.

2.0 TRAINING - GENERAL

2.1 Instructors must strictly conform to the standards and
requirements of their certifying agencies regarding various skills,
especially skills concerning in-water rescue, first aid and oxygen
provision.

2.2 EDA may, as and when necessary, evaluate instructors.
Instructors must conduct themselves professionally at all times.

2.3 Independent instructors are required to conduct their
training activities under an established registered dive school or
club.

2.4 Independent instructors must register with EDA under the
independent instructor category and shall ensure that EDA is
kept updated of any changes in status.

3.0 EQUIPMENT VENDORS

3.1 Equipment vendors are required to employ staff who are
familiar with the diving industry and conversant with the range
of diving equipment sold to the diving community.

3.2 Diving equipment sales staff must be sufficiently conversant
with the range of equipment to be able to clearly explain to the
client its functions, mechanisms and inherent hazards, if any, and
to be able to answer any questions relating to such products,
technical or otherwise.

3.3 Equipment vendors must be able to offer full maintenance
for the brands supplied by them and should have properly
trained and certified staff for this purpose.

3.4 Equipment vendors must ensure that clients purchasing
regulators, tanks and buoyancy control devices are certified
divers and must keep a record of all such sales, indicating the
purchaser's dive licence number. They can also display in their
premises that this is an EDA requirement.

4.0 DIVE BOATS/SKIPPERS

4.1 All those using dive boats to conduct training and/or dive
trips must conform to the following:

4.1.1 Boat skipper must display knowledge and ability of boat
handling, navigation and standard dive boat procedures.

4.1.2 All dive boats must be clearly identified as such, indicating
passenger capacity and weight.

4.1.3 Dive boats must be equipped with the following:
* Twin Engine (outboard), Single (inboard)

* Life Vests for the maximum passenger capacity
* Anchor

* Navigation Lights

* Spot/Search Light

* Bilge Pump

* Dive Ladder and Shade

» Communication Device

» Compass/GPS

* First Aid Kit

* Oxygen Kit

* 100 Metre Current Line with Buoy

* Dive Flag

5.0 EDA MEMBERSHIP

5.1 All dive operators must be registered members of EDA.
5.2 All equipment vendors must be registered members of EDA.
5.3 All dive clubs must be registered members of EDA.

54 All full time/employed instructors must be registered
members of EDA.

5.5 All independent/part time instructors must be registered
members of EDA.

5.6 All assistant instructors must be registered members of EDA.
5.7 All Divemasters must be registered members of EDA.

5.8 All UAE resident certified divers must be registered
members of EDA.

5.9 Dive operators/training facilities and clubs must have newly
certified divers who are resident in the UAE registered as EDA
members.

5.10 Business membership is required for dive operators,
equipment vendors and dive clubs. This shall be an annual
membership in accordance with EDA rules. The membership
shall include the annual trade license processing through EDA.

5.11 Individual membership is required for all other categories
and is valid for either one or two years. The membership card is
a diving permit and entitles the member to avail of any applicable
discounts from diving companies, sports goods suppliers and
hotels etc.

6.0 DIVING PERMIT

All Diving activities within the UAE waters must be conducted
with an EDA diving permit.

6.1 For residents of the UAE, the EDA membership card is
considered as a diving permit.

6.2 For tourists and short term visitors, dive operators
can subscribe to annual dive permits which could be used
interchangeably amongst visiting clients. These permits are
retained and controlled by the dive operators.

The above are updated EDA (Emirates Diving Association)
Guidelines as of 01/06/1996. These guidelines may undergo
revisions, updates, and/or changes at any time subsequent to
their original release 01/06/1996. All concerned must keep
themselves updated, all concerned must show compliance.
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
